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THPRD is a welcoming and inclusive district committed to serving all members of the 
community, regardless of immigration status. THPRD’s priority is the physical and 
emotional safety of participants, staff, volunteers, and partners. 

As reminders: 

• THPRD does not collaborate with or enforce immigration activity. Our focus remains 
on providing welcoming, and safe, public spaces and programming. 

• THPRD does not request or track patron information related to immigration status. 
• THPRD follows the Oregon Law Oregon as a Sanctuary State.
