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· Meadow Waye Park is designated for youth athletic field development together with open space for community use;

· The proposed multi-use field size will be limited to U9 soccer dimensions plus the space needed for practical construction, maintenance, safety zone (run-out), space for the goal, fencing and a maintainable (mowable) slope and will be located as close to the southern boundary of the site as possible.
· The proposed multi-use field will serve as a U9 practice site for District programmed soccer.  The District’s soccer programming is limited to one team practice per weeknight; no practice shall be programmed on the weekends, no games shall be programmed at any time, nor shall practice games between two teams be allowed.  The District will not program the field for any other sports, including lacrosse.  However, District programming does not pertain to or limit community or “pick-up” use of the multiuse field or open space area for any other sports.

· The District’s standard is to start practices as early as possible.  
· The proposed master plan promotes neighborhood circulation with a path.  
· The proposed master plan provides 12 parking spaces along the park frontage.  
· Site amenities include street improvements, park entries, benches, bike racks, an open lawn area, garbage containers, signage, and a seasonal restroom.  
· The park will be irrigated and landscaped.
